Staff Spotlight:
Meet Dr. Joel Gruver!

Dr. Joel Gruver grew up on a small diversified
farm (affectionately known as Gruverland)
north of Baltimore, MD. He received his BS in
Chemistry from Principia College in Elsah, IL,
his MS in Agronomy from the University of
Maryland in College Park, MD, and a PhD in Soil
Science from the North Carolina State
University in Raleigh, NC. Most of Dr. Gruver's
professional activities have involved farming
and teaching. He managed 2 vegetable farms
and was a visiting professor before finding his
home at WIU in the spring of 2007. He currently
is an Associate Professor of Soil Science and
Sustainable Agriculture, as well as Director of
the WIU Organic Research Program. He
conducts applied research related to cover crops
and organic grain production. In his free time,
Dr. Gruver enjoys running, gardening, nature
photography, and community service activities
mostly related to environmental stewardship.
Dr. Gruver is currently President of the Macomb
Community Garden and Treasurer of the
Environmentally Concerned Citizens (ECC) of
Macomb. Dr. Gruver also is an avid public
speaker, traveling across the United States 20-30
times per year speaking to diverse audiences
about agricultural topics.

Farm and Location: Ash Grove Farm, Hampton, lowa (95 miles north of Des Moines, 1A, 170 miles south
of Minneapalis, MN)

Description: We are looking for a hardworking, creative, farm assistant/employee that can help us grow
our business. We are interested in hiring a young person who wants to farm independently in the future,
but realizes the need to further develop their skills, first. Wi desire a working relationship with our
assistantfintern of one or more years, both to benefit us and allow us maore time to positively influence
and share information with a future farmer. Our farm enterprises are com, soybeans, small grains, hay, and
beef cattle. We are certified organic, use long-term rotations, cover crops, managed grazing, ridge tillage,
and no-till. We sell organic grain to wholesale buyers. Organic seed soybeans, oats, rye, hairy vetch and an
occasional buckwheat crop are contracted with seed companies. Hay is not sold, but fed on the farm.
Calves are sold through commadity markets or directly to other farmers for finishing.

Terms and Compensation: Full-time hourly employee, 40+ hours per week. Annual compensation range
of $35,000 to $38,000 depending on experience and hours worked. A stipend will alse be provided for
health insurance. Housing may be available for the right candidate. In addition to the hourly wage,
compenszation will include a percentage of the calf crop each year. Other benefits include meat, eggs, and
space for a garden for the employes and their immediate family.
