• Ability to arouse curiosity, and to stimulate independent learning and the development of critical 
thought 

• Ability to present course material clearly and imaginatively 

• Participation in the effective guidance and mentoring of students 

• Method(s) for appropriate assessment, including providing worthwhile feedback to students on 
their learning 

• Ability to assist students to participate and achieve success in their courses 

• Command of the subject matter, including the incorporation in teaching of recent developments 
in the field of study 

• Participation in professional activities and research related to teaching 

• Involvement in curriculum development
