Other appeals/requests: 
The Chair received 16 reports of Academic Integrity Incidents from across the campus this year compared to 17 reports from the previous year.
The Council approved an update and cleaning up of the language to the Disruptive Student Policy.
The Council approved a three Admissions Policy requests which included: under the Transfer Policy, eliminating the requirement the student be in good standing at the last school they attended; under the Dual Enrollment Policy, increased the number of hours a student is allowed to take from 6 to 10; and a new policy for Adult Student Admission, that required proof of a GED or high school diploma to be eligible for admission.

The Council rejected the proposal to eliminate FYE as a Graduation Requirement. The Senate concurred with the Council. At the behest of the Provost’s office the Senate reconsidered the Council’s report at the next Faculty Senate meeting, and this time rejected the Council’s report, eliminating the FYE graduation requirement.

The Council approved a change in the Nursing program’s admission requirements, eliminating the standardized test requirement and replacing it with a GPA requirement of 3.75.

The Council approved a Blanket Waiver for IMSA summer students for this year. A new waiver request will need to be submitted next year.

The Council approved S/U grading for ACCT 430-CPA Prep.
